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3. Global Conferences on Reform of the International

Financial Architecture

(1) The Emerging Markets Eminent Persons Group

The need for reforming of the international financial architecture was heightened
after the Asian financial crisis of 1997/8. Among others, the most notable reports
in this regard are the Meltzer Report 2000 prepared at the US Congressional report
and the CFR Report 1999 initiated following the President Clinton’s suggestion at
his speech at the Council on Foreign Relations. However, these two reports were
considered to primarily reflect the lenders’ side views.

Recognizing this, the Ford Foundation put forward a proposal to Dr. Il SaKong,
Chairman of the Institute for Global Economics, to prepare a report from the
borrowers’ perspectives. The Emerging Markets Eminent Persons Group EMEPG was
chaired by Dr. SaKong and composed of former finance ministers and central bank

governors of major emerging economies. They included:
